LIU TS’UN-YAN AND LIU CHIANG SZU-YUNG PRIZES FOR  

TRADITIONAL CHINESE STUDIES  

  

Conditions of Award   
  

1. There shall be up to two prizes of $600 each available for award each year 

which shall be known as the Liu Ts’un-yan and Liu Chiang Szu-yung Prizes 

for Traditional Chinese Studies.  

  

2. The prizes shall be awarded each year to the students who, in that year, 

have achieved the best overall results in the courses which make up 

Traditional Chinese Studies: CHIN3030, CHIN3031, CHIN3032, CHIN3033, 

ASIA2044, ASIA2003, ASIA2366, ASIA2054, ASIA2203, ASIA2251  

 

  

3. A student is not eligible to be awarded the prize in any year if:  

(i) the student is making a second or subsequent attempt at any of the 

courses; or  

(ii) the student has previously pursued a course of study in a course, 

unit or subject (whether at the University or another tertiary 

education institution), the content of which, is in the opinion of the 

Dean of the ANU College of Asia and the Pacific, substantially similar 

to the content of any of the courses for which the prize is to be 

awarded.   

  

4. If, in any year, no student achieves results that, in the opinion of the Dean 

of the ANU College of Asia and the Pacific, justify awarding the prize in that 

year, the prize shall not be awarded in that year.  
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
